After this  Alfred dedicated his life to developing safer explosives. 
           Three years later he made dynamite which was much more stable than any other explosive at that time. Nobel also invented several other types of explosives and he became very rich, owning factories all over the world. Nobel was worried about  some of the uses of his inventions and he spent a lot of time and money trying to promote world peace. Each year this great honour is awarded to someone who has made a major contribution to World Peace, Physics, Chemistry, Medicine, Economics and Literature.

THE ANCIENT EGYPTIANS
               The Ancient Egyptians were the first people to build really tall buildings. The Great Pyramid at Giza was built to honour Pharaoh Cheops. 100 thousand men worked for 20 years to build the Great Pyramid. It was 146 meters high. And for more than four thousand years it was the world’s tallest building.

Then, in the late 1800s, the first modern skyscrapers were built. Two important developments made skyscrapers possible. Firstly, the use of new materials like steel, and secondly, the introduction of the elevator in 1857.

Most of the first skyscrapers were built in Chicago and New York. The Empire State Building in New York was finished in 1931. It is 381 meters high, and it has 102 floors and 73 elevators. It was the tallest building in the world for 42 years.

Today, the highest  skyscrapers in the world are in Asia. The Petronas Twin Towers in Malaysia were completed in 1988.They are 452 meters talland have 88 storeys each. In 2004, the Taipei 101 building in Taiwan became the tallest in the world at an amazing 508 metres.

The Dubai Tower was opened in 2010. It is 829 meters high and has 160 floors.

At the beginning of their activity they were not separated. The Zaporizhzhyan Army embraced the Cossacks of the whole Ukraine. Cossacks units developed into regular Ukrainian army in the most difficult period of history when the foreign invaders tried to occupy Ukrainian lands. 
         The Cossacks Army was a peculiar but quite sophisticated military system with an efficient action mechanism. All Cossacks were divided into registered Cossacks and ordinary Cossacks. Registered Cossacks served in the regular Cossacks army. They defended Ukrainian lands. Ordinary Cossacks in their every day life continued farming duties. But in cases of emergency they united with Sich Cossacks to repel aggression. In the early years of the XVII century they controlled most of the Ukrainian Lands. TELEVISION IN GREAT BRITAIN
       Britain's first regular television service opened in 1932, when the British Broadcasting Corporation (BBC) began transmitting four short late-night programmes a week. The development of television was interrupted by the Second World War.

      In 1955 Independent Television (ITV) began transmitting, at first only in the London area. 

In 1964 the BBC began transmitting on two channels, BBC 1 and BBC 2, the latter being mainly for drama, arts and sports programmes. BBC 2 first broadcast in colour in 1967, and BBC 1 and ITV followed two years later. A second commercial station, Channel 4, opened in 1982.

   ITV programmes are produced by a number of regional companies. A national company broadcasts news, current affairs and entertainment programmes every morning. National news programmes on ITV are produced by a separate company Independent Television News (ITN).

   BBC 1 broadcasts a schedule of news, information programmes, documentaries, plays, films and light entertainment (such as comedies and quiz shows) from early morning to late at night.
    Both the BBC and ITV broadcast educational programmes, including broadcasts for schools.

THE GREAT FIRE OF LONDON
London of the middle of the 17th century was a city of narrow, dirty streets. Indeed, the streets were so narrow that it was often possible for a person at a window on one side of the street to shake hands with a neighbor on the other side. There was little light and air. Rubbish lay piled up in dark corners. It is no wonder that epidemics were common. 


The greatest epidemic of the plague broke out in 1665. It was a sad time for London. The streets were empty, shops were closed and there were few boats on the Thames. Every house in which there were sick people was shut up, and no one was allowed to go in or out, and the door of the house was marked with a red cross.


The following year the Great Fire took place. It broke out late on a Saturday night in a street not far from London Bridge. The summer had been dry, a hot east wind blew and the fire spread quickly. This is what we read in the diary of John Evelyn, who saw the terrible fire with his own eyes. The Thames was covered with boats full of people. On the other side one could see carts carrying out the saved goods out into the fields and people putting up tents. At night the fire could be seen ten miles away.


The fire burned for five days and destroyed the greater part of the city. But it did the city good, as it cleared away the old wooden houses and dirty, narrow streets.


A monument near London Bridge still marks the spot where the fire broke out. Sir Christopher Wren, the famous architect of that day, took part in rebuilding the city. The greater part of it had been of wood, but after the fire wider streets and brick houses were built. The old church of St. Paul was among the buildings destroyed by the fire. In its place Wren built the present St. Paul’s Cathedral. He lies buried under the roof of his own great work.
